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Donations and

UPDate was able to document 
36 donation/fundraising drives.

Of the 35, UP Diliman (UPD) had seven donation/fundraising drives organized by academic units 

and 29 that were organized by student organizations, non-academic units and alumni groups.

The seven academic units  are the  College of Arts and Letters (CAL), College of Mass 

Communication (CMC), College of Music (CMu), School of Labor and Industrial Relations
